A Family Service will be held 
from 2-3 p.m. at St. John Baptist, 
and will be taken by Fr. B. Hum-
phreys, Rector of Fiskerton. 
Easter Even (Saturday) 

The Easter Vigil, 8 p.m., marks 
the end of Lent and the beginning of 
Easter, and is one of the most impress-
ive services of the year. With the 
church in darkness the Easter candle 
is blessed and lighted, and carried 
into the church as a symbol of the 
risen Christ, the light of the world. 
Five nails are inserted into the wax 
representing the wounds which the 
risen body of Christ still bore. As 
the candle is borne on procession 
through the darkened church tapers 
are lit from it and the flame is 
carried from candle to candle through 
out the church. So we see the 
symbol of the light of Christ spread-
ing into every darkened corner, 
dispersing all the shades of night. 

Everyone then joins in the renewal 
of their baptismal vows, and the 
Easter candle is left burning all night 
until the church has gathered in the 
morning for the Holy Communion 
of Easter.
